Disaster Services
September 2009

September was a busy month with the many activities of the Chapter but,
luckily, the need for our local emergency services was limited.

September continued the decline in the number of calls for assistance from
the previous month. Our DAT voluntea@ntinue to be vigilant with financial
assistance while continuing to provide
on occasion there is a great need for assistance. This month we had 2 single family
fires, one involving a fatality in Charles ahdn Calvert Counties. Neither of
these cases required financial assistance. Many thanks to Larry Thomas for his
quick response to the major house fire in Calvert and his extensive assistance and
support to the disabled individuals involved. For tharyee have opened 65
cases, 20 in Charles, 28 in Calvert, an
52 children, with financial support of $13,063.

We need to ensure that we are prepared at all times to answer the call for
assistance. Such was ttese on Friday, September™dfter a long day at the
Heinze Golf Tournament; we received a call for the deployment of ERV 1163
early the following morning as part of a regional response to major flooding in
Baltimore resulting from a large water mainddte With the immediate need for
two qualified ERV operators to deploy with the unit, Linda and Tony Colantonio
stepped up to help. Although we initially understood that it was to only involve
one day, Linda and Tony agreed to remain on the scene witimitht® continue
helping with the distribution of meals, drinks, and clegrkits. After driving
back following two intense days, they were understandably tired. Well done,

information to the public for three days at the new COSTCO as part of their
recognition of National Safety Week.

We are very glad to see that Bruce Gentile and Tony Colantonio have been
recovering and look forward to their return to full service

Through the generosity of the blanketeers of the Charles County Chapter of
Project Linus, we have additional new, washable, handmade blankets to help
comfort children in need of security. Project Linus is a volunteer organization that
serves childrenusfering serious illness or trauma through the provision of these
special blankets as gifts of love and caring for them to keep as their own. We are
in the process of placing some of these blankets on each of our response vehicles to
assist any future clal clients under age 18.



During an emergency response there are many different jobs that need to be
accomplished. One of the key jobs is that of ARC Government Liaison. The
Government Liaison represents the Chapter at the local County Emergency
Operatians Center (EOC) and coordinates the Red Cross response to the local
incidents, working closely with the Chapter Headquarters. Individuals serving in
this capacity are required to have specialized training and experience along with
their knowledge of ARC merations. We are currently building a cadre of
individuals who would be able to help us meet our need for qualified Liaisons to
the various local government emergency management centers. We have had a
good response to thenealil call for volunteers thaifar. If you are interested in
being part of this group, please let Bunky and me know. We have been working
with Central Maryland to arrange for the ARC Government Liaison class to be
conducted locally. Individuals participating in this program wababe required
to complete the following FEMA independent study courses:

Speaking of projects, we need someone from each of our counties who will be
willing to work on the update our hotel agreements. These agreements form the
basis of our resource lissed by our DAT responders to provide temporary
sheltering to victims of disaster. This task would involve contacting the
management staff of all local hotels to arrange lodging rates as well as the
execution of the annual agreement.
